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Instructional Goals

In this lesson the students will read chapter four together and make a prediction about the next chapter of the novel.

Rationale

The students will be making predictions to further their knowledge. Then, when they find out what really does happen, they have something to which they can compare it.  So far we have just been discussing the concept of being alone in the wilderness and going over definitions. I would like to get the students to start thinking deeper into the book by making predictions about what may happen next. After this we will begin to infer things from the story and will talk about the main character and setting and how they change or affect the story.

Performance Objectives

Students will be able to:

· Predict and support predictions with specific references to textual examples that may be in widely separated sections of text. (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies and Self-Monitoring Strategies. 5.2)

· Identify the main incidents of a plot sequence and explain how they influence future action (OACS, Reading Applications: Literary Text, 5.3)

· Write responses to novels, stories, and poems that organize an interpretation around several clear ideas, and justify the interpretation through the use of examples and specific textual evidence. (OACS, Writing Applications, 5.2)

Procedures

Readiness/Motivation for Lesson



Allotted Time:___3 min_____

1.   Distribute a copy of Hatchet to each student.

2.   Ask students to summarize what we read yesterday to refresh our memories and get us back

      into the story.
Focus of Lesson






Allotted Time:__55 Mins__
1. Instruct the students that today they will be reading chapter 4 in class and making predictions about what will happen next. Read chapter four with the students. 

2.  When we have completed the reading for chapter four, the students are to make predictions

     about what they think will happen next.

a. They should use a blank sheet of notebook paper and write their prediction on it.

b. Then, they should crumble it up.

3.   The teacher will stand at the front of the room and hold a basket/ box/ etc., while the students

       try to make their prediction in the basket from their seats.

a. The predictions that miss, the teacher will read aloud.

4.   The predictions that make it in the basket will be distributed among the groups of students to

       be read and discussed.

Closure to Lesson





Allotted Time:___2 Mins_____

1.    With time remaining, read discuss the predictions people made. Were there many that were very similar or were they all pretty different? Which do you think are the most likely to come true? Which are the most far-fetched?

ASSESSMENT: I will assess whether they have read and understand the book or not, based on their predictions.  Make notes about the predictions to draw upon for next class to see if anyone’s actually happened.
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
