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Instructional Goals

In this lesson, I hope to have the students gain an understanding of how to self-monitor what they are reading and think about what they think as they read to increase their comprehension. The lesson aims to show students where they are in terms of reading for comprehension and demonstrates a self-monitoring strategy. I also ensure that everyone read the assigned chapter from yesterday by way of the short quiz.

Rationale

This reading strategy will provide students with a tool while reading to increase their comprehension.  I am teaching this lesson by using cooperative groups because we know that students learn best by sharing their ideas.  Adolescents also learn best through social interactions and working with their peers.  So far in this unit we have been discussing mainly the basic concepts of the book and going over vocabulary. I thought it would be good for the students to interact with their classmates while discussing the book further. After this lesson we will move on to a deeper analysis of the main character, Brian, and also we will talk about the setting more.

Performance Objectives

Students will be able to:

· Distinguish relevant from irrelevant information in a text and identify possible points of confusion for the reader.  (OACS, Reading Applications: Informational, Technical and Persuasive Text, 5.8)

· Predict and support predictions with specific references to textual examples that may be in widely separated sections of text. (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies, and Self-Monitoring Strategies. 5.2)
· Monitor own comprehension by adjusting speed to fit the purpose, or by skimming, scanning, reading on, looking back or summarizing what has been read so far in text. (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies and Self-Monitoring Strategies. 5.8)

· Summarize the information in texts, recognizing that there may be several important ideas rather than just one main idea and identifying details that support each.  (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies, and Self-Monitoring Strategies. 5.4)

· List questions and search for answers within the text to construct meaning (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies, and Self-Monitoring Strategies, 5.9)

Procedures 

Readiness/Motivation for Lesson



Allotted Time:__15 Mins__

* Take small quiz to cover yesterday’s reading*

1. As the students enter the class, distribute a piece of colored construction paper to each student.  Since there are 21 students in the class, we are going to have 7 different colors and 3 of each color.  

2. Once everyone is seated, ask the students if anyone has ever heard of a literature circle.

3. Take several students’ responses and explain to them that a literature circle is a way for several people to discuss either one book they are all reading or to share different books that each one is reading.  Today’s literature circles are going to focus on one book we are all reading, which is Hatchet.

4. Hand out the Role Worksheet, which contains a role and the expectations, things students in that role might say, and questions students in that role might ask.

5. Explain the roles to the students:
a. Predictors: the person who guides the predictions of the group.  At the stopping point, the predictor asks the other group members for any predictions they might have and shares with the group his or her predictions.

b. Questioner: the person who guides the questions of the group.  At the stopping point, the questioner asks the other group members to share their questions about what they’ve read and shares his or her questions with the group.

c. Summarizers: the person who summarizes as the group reads a section.  At the stopping point, the summarizer summarizes what has happened in that section.

6. Answer any questions the students have about the roles.

Focus of Lesson






Allotted Time:_45 Mins__

1. Explain that after all of the directions are given, the students will be in a group and will have a chance to be the summarizer, predictor, and questioner.   All three of them must work together and contribute while they read the book. It is important for the students to work together and say their ideas, thoughts, questions, and predictions aloud so that other students may gain a new perspective or confirm the one they have. 

2. We will begin to read chapters 8 and 9 and I will stop them at set points of the story.

a. At the stopping points, each group member should perform his or her role and a discussion should take place among group members based on this information. Then, they should switch to the next role on their worksheet and continue reading.

b. As the students go through each stopping point, they should record information from their role.  After each reporting time, each group member is to record what he or she said on the Role Graphic Organizer worksheet. 

c. In the end, there should be a total of 2 things under each category for each person.

ASSESSMENT: The teacher will circulate the classroom observing group work. Informally assess: how do the students work cooperatively, are students on track, are they following the roles that they are assigned? Make mental or short anecdotal notes. 

Closure to Lesson






Allotted Time:__3 Mins___

1. When we are finished reading, the groups should come together as an entire class and share any especially intriguing or informational discussions they had.

a. If applicable, the teacher may intervene and answer some of the questions, or ask the students to generate answers to the questions some students have.
