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Instructional Goals

In this lesson, I hope to have the students gain an understanding of how and why Brian is changing. I will also refresh their knowledge of Venn diagrams, how they are used, and why. 

Rationale

I hope their new understanding of Brian and how he is changing will help them get a clearer understanding of the book and its main themes. I also believe Venn diagrams are an important tool that my students need to be able to utilize in their lives. So far in the book we have been discussing mostly what is happening and why. It is important to now discuss how these things that are happening have changed Brian. After this we will go into Brian’s character in more detail and then move on to how the setting affects Brian’s situation.

Performance Objectives

Students will be able to:

- Select, create, and use graphic organizers to interpret textual information. (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies and Self-Monitoring Strategies. 5.6)
- Make inferences based on implicit information in texts, and provide justifications for those inferences. (OACS, Reading Process: Concepts of Print, Comprehension Strategies and Self-Monitoring Strategies, 5.5)

Procedures 

Readiness/Motivation for Lesson



Allotted Time:__3 Mins__
1. Ask students to summarize what happened in the book yesterday to refresh our memory and get us back into the story.
2. Have volunteers pass out the books.
Focus of Lesson






Allotted Time:_45 Mins__

1. Read chapters 12 & 13 aloud with the students. 

2. Check for their understanding at any confusing areas and answer any questions they may have during the reading.
3. Once the two chapters are read, have students help create a Venn Diagram on the overhead, comparing and contrasting the “Old Brian” with the “New Brian.” 
4. Make sure all students understand how Brian has change and why it has happened.

Allotted Time:__3 Mins___

1. Answer any questions the students may have about the book so far.

2. With any time left over, ask the students what they think may happen in the book next.
