Pandora’s Box Activity

Now that you have read the story of Pandora’s Box, it is time for you to make your own!  Each group will receive a white cardboard box and several pieces of colored paper.  Each group will brainstorm a list of things that represent evil (such as a gun or a disease) and a list of things that represent hope (such as a baby or a doctor).  Please be creative! There are no wrong answers as long as you can explain your choices! After you have your list, choose at least THREE objects representing evil and THREE objects representing hope to add to your group’s box.  Draw a picture of each of your items (each on its own piece of paper) and put a sentence or two underneath of the picture or on the back of the piece of paper describing what the picture shows and why it represents either hope or fear. Once you have completed your six items and they have all been drawn and described, you may work on decorating your box. You may decorate it any way you like.

This is a group project, so all members of the group are expected to work on the activity. The group members will all receive the same grade unless it is evident that someone did not help the group. If a group member does not contribute to the activity, their grade will be lowered.
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
